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Rabbinic Search Update

As we continue our efforts to find B’nai Emet’s next rabbi, [ want to update you on our progress. Our Rabbinical Search
Advisory Committee has begun meeting, and is playing a valuable role by identifying the key characteristics that we want from
our next rabbi. At the same time, the Rabbinical Search Committee is completing a lengthy and detailed questionnaire—to be
reviewed and approved by the Board of Trustees later this month—so that potential applicants know as much as possible about
what makes B’nai Emet special, and what we need and want from our next rabbi.

We will be working with the Joint Placement Commission of the Rabbinical Assembly and the United Synagogue to spread
the word about our position to rabbis throughout the United States and Canada, and around the world.

While the task before us is urgent, all of us agree that we will—indeed, we must—take the time to do it right. I expect that
our pace will quicken over the next few months and I will keep you fully informed as it does. In the meantime, feel free to con-
tact me with any questions or concerns. I am also listing the Rabbinical Search Advisory Committee members, so you may
speak with them if needed. (The Rabbinical Search Committee was listed in the January Scroll).

“What a wonderful mitzvah our group performed on January 4,
under the amazing guidance and organization of Sarene Silver. Many of
our Mishpacha Members volunteered to prepare foods and/or serve
them and then clean up at the Ronald McDonald House on the
University of Minnesota Campus.

“The Ronald McDonald House itself is an absolutely amazing place.
It is made up of many connecting houses/buildings, all reachable from
one another by connecting walkways. The families staying there all
have a child at either the U. of M. hospitals or at Children’s Hospital in
Minneapolis. These are all children who are not allowed to be further
than 15 miles away from their hospital site and/or doctors. By staying at
Ronald McDonald they get “almost free housing,” and meals are pro-
vided on a daily basis by some charitable group or another.

“Sarene organizes a group to prepare and serve a meal every
Thursday for dinner throughout the entire year. Most of this is done
under the name of Hadassah. However, Mishpacha provided the
January meal (plus another to come in August), and Sarene saw to it
that B’nai Emet Synagogue got credit for gifting the meal.

“We served about 100 people (adults and children). You see so many
families who are living there while trying to bring their sick children
back to good health through the skills of those medical experts at this
nationally known medical center. Our meal was fabulous, THANKS TO
YOU!!! The people who were chatting with us as they picked up their
food, or as they ate, or as they were leaving thanked us and thanked us
again! What a heartwarming experience!

“Thanks again to Sarene for taking on the chairmanship of this pro-
ject for us in Mishpacha. And thanks, too, to all of you who were gen-
erous in providing food, money, and/or your precious time and ser-
vices.”
