Most of our holidays are full of symbols: symbolic objects, symbolic foods, symbolic acts, symbolic
stories, and so on. In many cases, the symbols with which we observe our holidays underscore their his-
torical themes, and they help us vicariously re-experience peak moments in our national history. For
example, orBukkotwe identify with the nomadic life of our ancestors in the desert by dwelling in our
own sukkot,our own temporary booths. Gresdn, we taste the bitterness of slavery and the excitement of
sudden liberation through timearor andmatzah And onTishOah BQAkie anniversary of the destruction
of the Temple, we try to experience some of the anguish of that time through fasting and other mourning
practices.

¥ Continue to look at ways to make services more innov-
ative.
