In order to be as welcoming and inclu-
sive as possible, weOre asking everyone to
avoid using strong perfumes, colognes,
aftershave, etc. If you think itOs hard for
you to pay attention when people nearby
are coughing, think how hard it is for
them to participate in services when
theyOre having trouble breathing!
