The Conservative Yeshiva is pleased to announce an On-Line Qodiiem and Modernity: Worlds Collideught by
popular Conservative Yeshiva instructor Matt Plen. The course will begin the week of September 23, 2007, and continue for .
weeks through the end of December. The course is open to Yeshiva alumni, members of USCJ congregations, USCJ staff, a
others who are interested in furthering their Jewish learning.

In this course we will examine the destructive power of modern philosophy and ideology for traditional Judaism. We will
ask whether it is possible to reconcile Judaism and modernity and go on to explore how key modern Jewish thinkers have ac
ally harnessed the potential of the modern world as an invigorating force for Jewish life. As well as learning some of the clas:
texts of modern Jewish philosophy, we will address the challenge of being a Jew in the modern world and explore our attitud
to belief, observance and ethics on a more personal level.

We will open by studying one of the earliest expressions of the modern critique of Judaism, that of Baruch Spinoza in his
Theologico-Political Treatise. We will then explore four distinct intellectual responses to this challenge: Rationalism, Jewish
Nationalism, Modern Orthodoxy and Existentialism. We will study key Jewish thinkers in each of these areas against the bac
ground of the general (non-Jewish) philosophical and ideological thought which shaped their world views.

The course will cover the following thinkers (in thematic, not chronological order):

Baruch Spinoza Religious Zionism
Moses Mendelssohn Yeshayahu Leibowitz
Mordecai Kaplan J. B. Soloveitchik
Ahad HaOam Martin Buber

A. D. Gordon Franz Rosenzweig

Instructor: Matt Plen has been living and teaching in Jerusalem since 1998. He is pursuing a Ph.D. in Jewish Education &
the Hebrew University, where his thesis topic is Radical Education and Israeli Ideologies of Social Justice. Matt works with
Israeli educators and high school students, and teaches Modern Jewish Thought at the Conservative Yeshiva.
