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The Rabbi’s Inkwell
I recently read an article about ÔMotivating the Reluctant LearnerÕ. It had the basic premise

that if a student appears to not be motivated, it isnÕt necessarily the case. In fact, the author
claims that there is no such thing as an un-motivated student, just students the educators havenÕt
motivated yet. 

I thought this was not only an interesting idea, that a teacher must find a way to speak to a
student in a manner which the student will understand, but also a very ÒJewishÕidea as well.
Maimonides says in his ÒLaws of Teaching TorahÓ that if a teacher teaches, and the student
doesnÕt grasp the lesson, the teacher may not yell and scream the lesson over and over again
until the student grasps it. Rather, what a teacher must do is repeat the lesson gently, being
careful to find different expressions and directions to teach so that the student might grasp the
lesson. Imagine, a concept of education that astute and poignant was written by a man in 1200
CE.

ThePirkei Avot in the Mishnah also has two very interesting statements.

There are four types of students:

One who is quick to understand but quick to forget- his gain is canceled by loss.
One who understands with difficulty but forgets with difficulty- his loss is canceled by his gain;
One who is quick to understand but who forgets with difficulty- this is a wise person;
One who understands with difficulty and is quick to forget- this one has bad fortuneÉ.

There are four types of students; the sponge, the funnel, the strainer and the sifter

The sponge: absorbs everything
The funnel: in one end and out the other
The strainer: passes the wine and retains the dregs
The sifter: removes the chaff and retains the groats

IÕm sure we all would like to be sponges who are quick to understand and slow to forget but the important thing about these
concepts is that Judaism allows for all these learners. We as a people are learners with all the different styles, modalities and
systems. The only question is not whether to learn, but rather: how do we motivate ourselves? And that is a question which only
the student can answer.

We at BÕnai Emet are in the process of scheduling the adult education programs for this year and planning for next. If there
are any topics or ideas which you would like to suggest please send an email or better yet, give me a phone call to talk about it.
