The Rabbi!s Inkwell
IÕm writing this as I sit in Washington, D.C. at the annual Rabbinical Assembly convention.

ItÕs a chance to see colleagues, renew friendships and learn from amazing teachers. This yearÕs
theme is Judaism in the Public Square. The new chancellor of the Jewish Theological
Seminary, Dr. Arnie Eisen, spoke with the entire group and likened Conservative Judaism to a
wonderful Talmudic discussion on windows. Windows at the time of the Talmud were angled,
wider on one side of the wall than the other. The Talmud says that if you are building windows
for yourself, you build them wider on the inside so that you bring light from the outside and
spread it around the inside. But synagogue windows were wider on the outside than on the
inside to bring light from the inside to the outside.

As I ran into colleagues and friends and shared the changes in my life since the last time we
met, I found myself sharing enthusiastically about BÕnai Emet and the successes we have had in
the past few months.

Dr. Eisen spoke of Conservative Judaism as energized with the wonderful programming done throughout the world. In his
words: Conservative Judaism needs to ÒTeach Judaism, teach Torahin the most authentic way we know howÑin our homes, on
the streets and in all walks of our life.Ó

In fact, speaker after speaker spoke with enthusiasm, passion and vision about Conservative Judaism and communities just
like BÕnai Emet. One of the things which struck me this week has been that people who spoke from the heart- people who spoke
their thoughts and hopes and dreams were the people who were most understandable, most approachable, and most enjoyable.
They were the ones who shared their thoughts and missions so that they created an almost tangible vision of the future.

And so, I would like to hear from youÑhear your dreams and thoughts and hopes for BÕnai Emet. Call me, email me, make
an appointment to see me, and share your vision. If we work together, we can build windows which will bring light in and share
our light as well.
