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The Rabbi’s Inkwell—Rabbi Selch’s Installation Speech

And thank you to Rabbi Herring. I am touched that you agreed to install me here at B’nai
Emet Synagogue.

A special thank you to all of you for coming out tonight. I want to acknowledge my brother
Zac who has been in at least three countries and several time zones this week alone and I am
really happy he came.

My in-laws, Mitchell & Phyllis Rudnick, who left balmy Boston to come to the snow—
thank you.

I am also very appreciative of those who couldn’t be here tonight. My Winnipeg family and the rest of the Boston family
who couldn’t coordinate Pesach, school schedules, and my niece’s bat mitzvah celebration in three weeks, with physically being
here tonight. But they have all assured me that they are here in spirit—so if this room seems to be fuller than usual, it’s because
of their presence as well as ours.

I want to especially thank my husband Steve, who has uprooted, packed, unpacked, changed careers, changed lifestyles,
changed time-zones and learned new methods for shoveling snow—all because he had the good sense to love me and to let me
love him.

According to Rabbi Solomon Schechter, a rabbi needs to have three main attributes; The first aspect, and without this you
cannot begin, comes from a pasuk in the Torah Parashat Zot Habracha: Yoru Mishpatecha I’ Yaakov, v toratecha I’Yisrael.
Teach God’s laws to Jacob and God’s Torah to Israel. A rabbi must be able to teach God’s laws and God’s Torah to Israel. It is
essential that a rabbi have a complete grasp of Torah and be able to teach its concepts effectively. This means not only do I get
to use the knowledge I’ve acquired but I get to continue to indulge in my love of learning.

The second aspect of what it means to be a rabbi, is taken from the words God spoke about Bezalel. God said U’lehorot
natan b’libo—teaching was ingrained in Bezalel’s heart. Bezalel as you know was the man who built the mishkan, the place
which housed the Torah after God gave it to the children of Israel. So what does a rabbi have to do with a builder? Bezalel
wasn’t a scholar or an educated man. He worked with his hands. But he was a master builder. He knew the world. He knew
about gold. He knew about wood, he knew about furniture. And he knew how to use these things to create a home for God’s
words. Schechter felt that a rabbi needed to love teaching enough to use the world around him (and I personally feel that
Schechter would have added around her to his statement if we had asked him) to teach Torah. Schechter was the person who
instituted the current way of training non-orthodox rabbis that says that rabbis need to be secularly educated before entering
Seminary. According to him, a rabbi cannot live in a secluded place but must live in the world in which her community lives.

So far we have seen two aspects of what it means to be a rabbi—to know 7orah and to know the world around you. But
there is a third aspect that is equally important.

In the Torah at this time of year, we read of the laws of tumah and taharah—the laws of the things we do or say or the ways
we act which allow us to be part of the community, or part of “the other.”

These laws teach us of intimacy and of relationships. They teach us how to build our sacred community and how to keep it
holy. They teach us how to enter into a holy covenant, not only with God, but between members of our own community.

Bernard Bamberger says that the idea of holiness implies that what we do and what we make of our lives matters not only as
individuals, not only to society, but to the entire cosmos. A divine purpose runs through all existence. We can ally ourselves to it
or oppose it or perhaps worst of all, we can ignore it.

This is the third part of being a rabbi, finding the right alliance, the right partners in holiness.

There is a wonderful Hasidic story about a man who pursued honors came to Rabbi Bunam and told him his father had
appeared to him in a dream and said: “I herewith announce to you that you are destined to be a leader.” The tzaddik accepted the
story in silence. Soon afterward, the man returned and said that he had the same dream over again. “I see,” said Rabbi Bunam,
“that you are prepared to become a leader of men. If your father comes to you once more, answer him that you are ready to lead,
but that now he should also appear to the people whom you are supposed to lead.” Which in my terms would translate to—if
you’re leading and no one is following—you’re only out for a walk. And it is wonderful to know that ‘the rabbis’ agree with me
sometimes.

When we interviewed each other a year ago, I said, more than anything I was looking for a place which would not only
allow me to use all of my talents, but would encourage me to do so. A place where there was mutual respect and love and sup-
port and that people were welcomed through many diverse entry-points.

A partnership needs nurturing and mutual respect and participants who are willing to accept the challenge. A holy partner-
ship needs an awareness of God in our midst.

Our community must understand that in order to succeed as a partnership, and build upon it, we cannot be passive in our
relationship with God, not as individuals and not as a community.

Judaism is not a spectator sport, it is a way of life, a way to bring God’s presence into every aspect of our lives, a way to
strengthen our relationship as rabbi and congregation. And together we will do as Bezalel did, understand the world, our place
in it and how to build together a place in which God’s words can dwell. There is a bracha for moments when you begin holy
ventures, and I think it would be wonderfully appropriate for our future together:

Praised are you Adonai, who rules the universe, instilling in us the holiness of mitzvot by commanding
us to busy ourselves with things born of 7orah.

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Chalutzim Seminar in Israel —

Not Your Typical USY Trip to Israel!

It was hard to convince my par-
ents to let me go on this ten-day
experience to Israel. They kept telling
me that | had just been there seven
months earlier and that it would
mean that | would have to work hard
in school when | came back. My par-
ents didn’t understand that this was
a different experience and that
although | had already been to Israel
| had never been there with
HecChalutzim.

It only took a few days in Israel
for me to realize that | had made the
right decision. On USY Pilgrimage, |
learned about all the amazing things
that happen in Israel, but what |
didn’t learn was what it was really
like to livein Israel. On most USY
trips to Israel you go to touristy
sights, but on the Chalutzim Seminar
we went to places and heard
speakers who really taught us the
good side and the bad side about life
in Israel. We learned about how the
media really effects how people in
North America and all over the world
view Israel; when the media only
gives the audience half of the story
then people start getting the wrong
idea about Israel.

All of the kids chosen for the
Chalutzim Seminar came from dif-
ferent backgrounds involving their
knowledge about Israel, some knew
everything about the issues affecting
Israel today, and others knew little to
nothing about what was going on in
Israel. No matter where everyone
stood on the spectrum before the
trip, everyone left the trip knowing
exactly what was going on in Israel
to the extent that they could teach
others and pass on what they had
learned.

Although | had always heard
about suicide bombing in Israel, and
terrorist attacks, | had never really
been able to imagine what it would

be like to grow up in a country that
had so many enemies. On the
Chalutzim Seminar | was able to put
it into perspective. We visited
Kibbutz Malkiyah in the north which
had a bomb shelter located right on
top of a play ground. We all walked
inside and learned about the threats
that kids living at this kibbutz had to
be aware of in their daily lives. A
child that lived on the kibbutz took
time and talked to us. She told us
that one of the scariest moments of
her life was when she was in the
bomb shelter and her dad, who was
very involved in the security at the
kibbutz, was no where to be found.
She said that she was scared and
wanted to leave the shelter and look
for him but her teachers made her
stay in the bomb shelter for more
then twenty-four hours; she had no
idea where her father was. This situa-
tion really made the group realize
that although Israel is an incredible
country, it is far from perfect.

Even though we heard about the
bad things affecting Israel, we also
heard about so many positive aspects
of Israel. We got to meet Israeli
teenagers from NOAM (the
Conservative youth in Israel), we had
the opportunity to talk to students
on the NATIV program and we had
SO many more opportunities that
really helped make this trip unlike
any other experience.

After leaving the group we all
knew that the ten days we spentin
Israel weren’t what was important,
but rather what we each brought
back to our regions. After being back
in Minnesota | really don't feel like |
am home because my heart belongs
in Israel. The Chalutzim trip can’t be
compared to any other USY trip
because of the fact that it shows you
the whole story of what the situation
is like in Israel.
