From the Desk of Rabbhi Selch

Shalom,

| recently attended a conference that was given by the Federation ¢
Jewish MenOs Clubs which is part of a national initiative on KERUV.
Keruv literally means Oto reach out and draw closer,O and what the
MenOs Clubs have been doing in the last seven or eight years is
reaching out to Jews who have a perception that the Conservative
movement doesnOt want them to be part of our communities.

For many years, the OmessageO perceived was that Conservative synagogues would no
come intermarried couples. Recently, the national offices have learned what many congreg:
tional rabbis have known for years; Jewish commitment is a personal issue. Many Jews wh
inter-married are as active in their synagogue as those who are intra-married and many Jew
who are married to other Jews donOt want to be part of any synagogue community.

If the perception is that interfaith families are not welcome asbuls we need to change
that perception. We need to send a new message that we welcome ALL families and help th
reestablish their place in the Conservative Movement.

| feel very strongly that we have missed out on an opportunity to welcome people who ha
grown up in our movement, who have been an integral part of our congregations and who h
married someone who is not Jewish. And we have missed the opportunity to welcome their
loved ones. This has caused many of our congregants, whom we would very much like to b
part of our communities, to look elsewhere for their spiritual home.

One of the things that attracted me to BOnai Emet is what a warm, wonderful, supportive,
ticipatory congregation it is. As we continue to grow, we need to make sure that we consciol
continue to strive towards those ideals.
