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The Rabbi’s Inkwell 

We are approaching Tisha BôAv, the commemoration of the destruction of the two 

Temples in Jerusalem. This holy day is by far one of our most sad. We chant the 

book of Lamentations with a special mournful trope, and we bemoan how our lives 

changed when our beloved, holy Temples were destroyed.  

 

But out of that sorrow comes our turning toward Rosh Hashanah, the new year 

when we, as a community and as individuals, are gifted with the opportunity to start 

afresh. And just as each new year of holidays is a microcosm of the bigger cycle in 

Jewish life, this idea of renewal and changing attitudes is also very much a Jewish 

idea. In fact, every major change in Jewish communal life has been preceded by a 

major paradigm shift. 

 

Abraham had to shift his way of thinking from worshipping idols to understanding God‘s uniqueness. The 

children of Israel had to leave behind slavery, both literally and figuratively, before we could receive the Torah 

from God. Judaism as we know it, based on rabbinic interpretations, is also a result of a major change in how 

we approach God. When the Temples were still standing in Jerusalem, we brought offerings and sacrifices to 

show our connection to God. Prayer, songs, and other verbal wishes have replaced these physical offerings. 

 

The Jewish community in America has grown and flourished because our families had the foresight to come to 

America; giving up many old ways and incorpo-

rating new ones.  And certainly, the B‘nai Emet 

community exists because our families had the 

foresight to keep Judaism relevant and fresh and to 

re-invent their communal life when needed.

I was recently rereading some of B‘nai Emet‘s history and was struck by how often we have reinvented and 

reinvigorated our congregation. When B‘nai Abraham started in 1889, it was because those members wanted 

to celebrate Judaism together in their neighborhood. And in 1952, Rabbi Mordecai Liebhaber led the congre-

gation through a difficult period of adjustment and helped create the positive energy needed during the reloca-

tion to St. Louis Park. Imagine, High Holidays services were held at Aldersgate Methodist Church and the Cal-

houn Beach Club. But the important thing was that the B‘nai Abraham community, those people who formed 

the supportive, loving congregation had the foresight to shift the way they thought about their synagogue and 

to strive for a better way of living Jewishly. In May, 1971, when the members of B‘nai Abraham and Congre-

gation Mikro-Tifereth voted to merge, they did so because they wanted to focus on a bright future.  

 

And when the newly formed congregation took the new name B‘nai Emet, it was with the strong awareness 

that the melding of the three names would ensure that we would always know where we had come from, with-

out denying that our future was linked together.  

 

Yes, Tisha BôAv is the commemoration of the physical 

Temples in Jerusalem, but it offered our ancestors an excit-

ing opportunity to fully examine their expectations, needs, 

and desires and to create ways of fulfilling them. As B‘nai 

Emet‘s community approaches our next decades together, we are being given this same gift. As we look back 

on 120 years of our different incarnations, I can‘t help but be excited at the challenges ahead.  

 

Every generation has faced challenges; ours is no different. We stand between the past and the future – be-

tween triumph and challenge. An interesting thing is that we are not alone in these challenges. Synagogues of 

all denominations are facing similar decisions and changes in their self-definition. How we respond to the 

challenges will be a measure of our destiny.  

 

Rabbi Mark Greenspan said it remarkably well when he had this same conversation with his 900 member shul. 

‗It is time for us to figure out what Judaism really means to us, and then find way to live that way. It‘s time to 

stop coming to the synagogue for the things we think we‘re supposed to do rather than the things we feel pas-

sionate about!‘ 

 

It is time to create a new vision of congregational life for B‘nai Emet. Just like the founders of B‘nai Abraham, 

Mikro Kodesh, and Tifereth B‘nai Jacob did. Just as the rabbis at Yavneh did, just as Abraham did.  Let‘s find 

those things we are passionate about and recognize that Judaism is relevant and exciting and then let‘s build 

our future on those things. We know how our Jewish journey has brought us to this place, now, what will the 

next part of our spiritual journey look like?
